
CITY RECEIVES AN A/A+ RATING FROM STANDARD & POOR’s 
 
The following contains excerpts of the report delivered to the City of Desloge from the credit rating firm Stand-
ard & Poor’s — a full copy of the report is available at City Hall: 
 
Standard & Poor's Ratings Services has assigned its 'A' long-term rating and stable outlook to the City of De-
sloge series 2011 refunding certificates of participation (COPs). The rating reflects the city's pledge of semian-
nual lease rental payments, which are subject to annual appropriation pursuant to the lease agreement and 
trust indenture securing the certificates. The city has pledged to annually appropriate lease rental payments 
from any legally available funds before the conclusion of its fiscal year on June 30, which is more than three 
months in advance of the following November and May lease payment dates. 
 
At the same time, Standard & Poor's assigned its 'A+' issuer credit rating (ICR) to the city, reflecting its: 

 Stable tax base that benefits from the city's proximity to the southern St. Louis, Mo. metropolitan 

area economy. 

 Good financial management practices that support strong financial performance, as measured on a 

modified cash basis of accounting. 

 Moderate debt burden. 

 
The city's tax base has remained steady over the past four years, during which it averaged 2.4% annual growth. 
Standard & Poor’s consider the tax base to be very diverse, with the 10 leading taxpayers accounting for 11.8% 
of total assessed valuation.  Desloge maintains a strong financial position, collecting revenues from a variety of 
sources. Fiscal 2010 general fund revenues consisted mostly of sales taxes (36%), franchise fees (21%), fines 
and forfeitures (16%), and property taxes (6%). In addition to a 1% general fund sales tax, the city also levies 
1/2% transportation, 1/2% capital improvement, and 1/2% storm water sales taxes. General fund sales tax re-
ceipts fell by 1.1% in fiscal 2010, despite the decrease in sales taxes, the city posted an $86,000 surplus in fis-
cal 2010, bringing the general fund cash balance to $1 million, or a strong 51% of combined expenditures and 
transfers out. Management is expecting break-even operations to conclude fiscal 2011 and it expects to bal-
ance the fiscal 2012 budget without the use of reserves.  Management reported that there has been no need for 
major spending reductions in recent years, such as layoffs or pay freezes and that none are expected for fiscal 
2012. The city has a formal policy to maintain at least a two-month reserve in every fund.

PUTTING UP A POOL? 

 
First you will need to get a pool per-
mit from the City before you begin  
installing your pool.  A swimming pool 
permit is $15 and can be obtained at 
City Hall. 
 
There a few safety requirements to 
install an in-ground, above-ground or 
on-ground swimming pool, hot tub, 
spa or fixed in place wading pool.  By 
definition a pool is any structure in-
tended for swimming, recreational 
bathing or wading and contains water 
over 24 inches deep. 
 
The key safety component is the use 
of a fence or barrier.  The City re-
quires that the barrier or fence be at 
least 48 inches tall, with openings in 
the barrier or fence no larger than 4 
inches in diameter.  Gates must be 
equipped with a locking device.  A 
free standing above ground pool can 
be considered a barrier as long as the 
means of access to the pool is a lad-
der or steps that can be secured, 
locked or removed to prevent access. 
 
This is by no means a complete list of 
requirements for pool construction, a  
complete listing of all code require-
ments are available from Bryan Cato, 
Building Inspector, at Desloge City 
Hall, 300 North Lincoln Street.  For
