PUTTING UP A FENCE? 

 
Plan on putting up a fence?  A fence 
permit is required from the City.  Prop-
erty owners will need to either get per-
mission from their neighbors in the 
form of a letter or a legal survey. 
 
The cost of a fence permit is $15.
